Few attend first of three ATC transmission line 
informational meetings

The first informational meeting held in Wausau July 29 failed to generate any significant atten-
dance. The cramped room appeared nearly full to capacity with just the presence of the American 
Transmission Company’s representatives before the meeting was even opened to the public. 
SOUL president Tom Kreager commented, “At any given time I knew 90% of the people in the 
room. They either represented ATC or they were members of SOUL showing their support at our 
informational booth.”

SOUL and others have recently identified serious engineering flaws surrounding the proposed 
line and its failure to address reliability concerns. These shortcomings, along with the skyrocket-
ing price need to be shared with those who may unknowingly support the most expensive mistake 
in Wisconsin’s utility history. 

“We thought this would be a good place to get the word out, but there appears to be little interest 
in ATC’s informational meetings,” stated Kreager.

CUB expert: A-W line’s route not the best option

An expert in electric transmission planning hired by the Citizens’ Utility Board (CUB) to com-
pare the controversial Arrowhead-Weston transmission line with the King-Weston alternative has 
concluded that the Arrowhead proposal is flawed and would not perform as well as a far cheaper 
alternative. In testimony filed today with the Public Service Commission, Larry Theile, an electri-
cal engineer with more than 25 years in electric transmission planning (including 18 years with 
the Wisconsin Public Service Corporation) stated that the A-W line connects with several lower 
voltage lines in Minnesota that limits its performance, and that the King-Weston line is “the supe-
rior choice from the standpoint of technical performance.”

The cheaper King-Weston alternative provides better electrical service, especially in the event of 
an outage on the Eau Claire-Arpin line. The Eau Claire-Arpin line is the state’s only high voltage 
connection to the west and the need for a backup to this line is a major reason to construct a new 
high voltage line to the west.

According CUB’s expert, the Arrowhead line requires cumbersome manual operating procedures 
to avoid problems while the King-Weston line is free of such restrictions. The CUB expert also 
answered claims that the King-Weston line is “too close” to the existing Eau Claire-Arpin trans-
mission line. The engineer pointed out that the King -Weston northern route alternative is sepa-
rated by about 15 miles from the existing high voltage line - the same distance separating parallel 
high voltage lines in southeastern Wisconsin.

CUB has repeatedly argued in favor of the King-Weston line as an alternative to the Arrowhead 
line because:

• it saves at least $100 million, 
• it has far fewer adverse impacts on the environment, 
• it is 60 miles shorter, making it less susceptible to storm damage, 
• it traverses existing right-of-way for its entire route, causing far fewer landowner impacts, and
• it could be constructed much sooner than Arrowhead because it has fewer problems with chal-

lenges on new property easements and condemnation.

“The Public Service Commission made a tremendous and costly mistake when it approved 
Arrowhead two years ago. With this new evidence, the PSC has a golden opportunity to reverse 
that decision and make the right choice for Wisconsin,” said Steve Hiniker, Executive Director of 
CUB.

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Fair Motorboat Gas Revenue Allocation

Bill would adjust motorboat gas tax multiplier from 50 to 80 gallons

Senate Bill 215 was introduced July 22 by senators Cowles, Breske, and Hansen. The bill is 
cosponsored by representatives Johnsrud, Albers, Ott, Pocan, Miller, and Staskunas and has been 
referred to Committee on Environment and Natural Resources composed of Chair Neal Kedzie, 
Vice Chair Cathy Stepp, Dave Zien, Fred Risser, and Robert Wirch. You can review the bill at 
http://www.legis.state.wi.us/2003/data/SB-215.pdf.

According to the Legislative Fiscal Bureau, SB-215 “requires that an amount equal to 1.4 times 
the estimated motorboat gas tax payment be transferred each fiscal year from the transportation 
fund to the conservation fund. The estimated motorboat gas tax payment for each fiscal year is 
calculated by multiplying the number of registered motorboats on January 1 of the previous fiscal 
year by 50 gallons and then multiplying this product by the excise tax imposed on gasoline and 
diesel fuel on April 1 of the previous fiscal year. This bill increases the number of gallons used in 
calculating the estimated motorboat gas tax payment from 50 to 80 gallons, beginning with fiscal 
year 2004-05.

“Current law authorizes the Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection (DATCP) 
to participate in the federal Conservation Reserve Enhancement Program (CREP) under which 
payments are made to landowners for measures to improve water quality, erosion control, and 
wildlife habitat. This bill authorizes DATCP to make payments to counties that provide assistance 
in implementing CREP. The payments to a county may be up to $250 per landowner who partici-
pates in CREP with the assistance of the county. In addition, the bill provides funding to DATCP 
for two project positions to administer CREP.

“Current law requires counties to prepare land and water resource management plans. Under the 
Land and Water Resource Management Planning Program, current law also requires DATCP to 
provide funds to counties with approved land and water resource management plans. Counties 
may use the funds, among other purposes, for county land conservation staff. This bill authorizes 
DATCP to provide funds to counties, in addition to the funds provided under the Land and Water 
Resource Management Planning Program, for staff to implement land and water resource man-
agement plans.”

Local group says 9,000-cow farm would produce manure of small city

A group of neighbors in the Town of Centerville in Manitowoc County is concerned about possi-
ble plans by the WDNR to allow a mega-dairy to expand to 9,000 cows near Lake Michigan.

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Maple Leaf Dairy operates on land that drains to Fischer Creek and Point Creek in southern Man-
itowoc County, both of which drain to Lake Michigan. The nearby Village of Cleveland recently 
spent $3.6 million to expand and upgrade its wastewater treatment plant to adequately treat the 44 
million gallons it annually discharges to Lake Michigan. By comparison, Maple Leaf Dairy will 
produce approximately 30 million gallons of animal waste, and plans to dispose of it in the water-
shed with little or no treatment at all. 

“It is unfair that the Village of Cleveland just spent $3.6 million to upgrade its sewage treatment 
plant to prevent pollution to Lake Michigan, but Maple Leaf Dairy might add 30 million gallons 
of animal waste to the watershed with little or no treatment at all,” said Garth Hammond, member 
of Centerville CARES. 

The local group — which is calling itself Centerville Citizens for Air, River, and Environmental 
Solutions (Centerville CARES) — is concerned that the expansion will aggravate existing water 
pollution in Fischer Creek and Point Creek and contribute to Lake Michigan beach closings in the 
area. Some of the fields on which Maple Leaf Dairy currently spreads its animal waste are lined 
with drain tiles, or underground pipes that may carry the animal waste to the nearest streams. And 
Centerville CARES members say that it is not clear which fields still have those tiles and which 
do not. Public records have shown that those tiles may have carried animal waste to nearby Fis-
cher Creek in the past. 

“Centerville CARES is ready to use all means legally available to protect its members and Lake 
Michigan from the public health and environmental dangers of animal waste runoff,” said 
Andrew Hanson, attorney with Midwest Environmental Advocates, Inc., an environmental law 
center representing Centerville CARES.

Grace study shows improper manure handling by CAFOS 

One of the ways that livestock producers deal with their animals’ manure is to use it as fertilizer 
on nearby farmland. A new report by the USDA indicates that most confined animal feeding oper-
ations place excessive amounts of manure on the lands closest to their fields. These practices have 
resulted in significant cost externalization in the form of air and water pollution. The study also 
found that the cost of handling manure in accordance with nutrient guidelines, as required under 
new EPA guidelines, will be about $2 billion per year. “CAFOs have routinely avoided the costs 
of proper manure handling and application by dumping excessive amounts of manure on fields 
closest to their operations. This creates both air and water pollution that levies real costs on the 
rural residents who live around CAFOs. This study is important because it puts a number on the 
costs CAFOs have been shifting to rural communities every year by not spreading their manure 
on enough land,” says Dr. William J. Weida, noted rural economist and director of the GRACE

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Michigan’s big farms cause big stink

A story in the Detroit Free Press on July 21 
reports super-sized dairy and hog farms are 
turning profits for more and more Michigan 
farmers, but are also churning out vast amounts 
of manure that pose risks to inland waterways 
and the Great Lakes. Since 2000, the Sierra 
Club has filed lawsuits against four large dairy 
farms in Michigan for water pollution. In Feb-
ruary, the Michigan Department of Environ-
mental Quality (DEQ) imposed a $30,000 fine 
on two of the state’s largest dairy Concentrated Animal Feeding Operations (CAFOs) for pollut-
ing nearby waterways with runoff from manure and stored feed. Nineteen CAFOs are under DEQ 
supervision for pollution violations. Just as agriculture nationwide has evolved into fewer but big-
ger farms, this trend has also accelerated in Michigan in the past six years, especially with dairy 
farms. The Department of Agriculture estimates between 200 and 300 super-sized farms in Mich-
igan, with dozens more proposed. Even though mega-farms are now just a fraction of Michigan’s 
5,600 pig and dairy farms, the concentration of animals in CAFOs creates waste disposal prob-
lems that smaller farms don’t face. 

“If not now, it’s a matter of five or 10 years before CAFOs are the largest contributor to E. coli 
contamination of the Great Lakes if they continue to spread as they have,” said James Clift, 
spokesman for the Michigan Environmental Council. Dan Wyant, director of Michigan’s Depart-
ment of Agriculture, said as stricter laws are phased in, the department is working with farmers to 
control pollution without driving them out of business. For more information on how your state 
can deal with CAFOs, visit: http://www.serconline.org/cafos.html.

Ask Forest Service to designate areas near BWCAW as wilderness

Your help is needed as only two weeks remain to contact the Forest Service and ask it to designate 
more lands near the Boundary Waters Canoe Area Wilderness (BWCAW) as wilderness. By help-
ing before August 11, we can move toward permanently protecting areas like Eagle Mountain 
(described below). As you may know, every 15 years the Forest Service creates a management 
plan which guides, among other things, logging, wilderness designation, and recreation on Supe-
rior National Forest. The agency’s recently released draft plan, however, does NOT include any 
areas recommended for wilderness. 

The Friends of the BWCAW, meanwhile, released a wilderness study that recommends 89,000 
acres of roadless areas in the Superior National Forest as wilderness. The study includes 24 sepa-

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rate tracts, 19 of which are adjacent to the BWCAW. Under the forest’s current draft plan, most of 
these areas could be subject to logging, road-building, mining, or off-highway vehicles.

Maine mercury law holds up against automaker challenge 

A story in the Press Herald on July 18 reports that a federal magistrate sided with the state Thurs-
day in a challenge by automakers to a recently enacted Maine law intended to promote the recy-
cling of mercury switches from junked automobiles. The law, which was a priority for the Natural 
Resources Council of Maine in last year’s legislative session, requires automakers to pay a $1 
bounty to junkyards and scrap dealers. Automakers are also required to set up consolidation cen-
ters to collect, package, and ship the mercury switches to recycling centers. The Natural 
Resources Council of Maine estimates that 1,500 pounds of mercury remains in registered cars in 
Maine. Mercury switches were gradually phased out between 1993 and 2002. Mercury is a toxic 
metal that is associated with a variety of health problems including kidney and nerve damage. For 
more information on how your state can reduce mercury pollution, visit http://www.sercon-
line.org/mercury/pkg_frameset.html.

DNR responds to mining citizen intent to file suit

The WSN has received a copy of a response by the WDNR’s Elizabeth Kluesner dated  July 14 to 
the Notice of Intent to File Citizen Suit that was served on WDNR Secretary Hassett on June 18. 
In her letter, Kluesner says, “One can speculate as to the reason why the “minimum qualifica-

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tions” that need to be set out by administrative rule were so spare. There has never been more than 
one mining permit application before the Department at anyone time, and the project sponsors 
have always been large companies with significant expertise in mining, perhaps explaining why 
adoption of a more elaborate set of qualifications never arose as an issue. However, the recent 
purchase of Nicolet Minerals Company by Northern Wisconsin Resource Group, LLC does sug-
gest that there is a need to establish more explicit qualifications for mining permit applicants. 
Accordingly, I am directing Department staff to initiate rule making on minimum qualifications to 
mine in Wisconsin.”

On the notice’s second concern relating to acting now on the mining company’s proposed sample 
mines, Kluesner wrote, “…the Department believes, and the Department of Justice concurs, that 
the law does not impose a non-discretionary responsibility on the department to make a decision 
in advance of the master hearing. Rather, the law plainly allows DNR to determine, in its discre-
tion, the timing of the moratorium decision process — as long as the requisite showing of accept-
able example mines is made prior to issuance of any permit.” While this implies that the DNR will 
not consider sample mines in advance, that door was left open when Kluesner concluded, “…the 
Department could modify its present intention to merge the moratorium judgments with the other 
permitting and approval decisions at the master hearing. Should it decide to make the decision on 
compliance of the example mines in advance of the master hearing, that change in approach 
would be well publicized so that all interested entities would be aware of the new decision pro-
cess.”

Newspaper says public deserves to see Crandon mine study

The July 20 Wisconsin State Journal editorialized that “Gov. Doyle was wrong to shut down a sci-
entific committee that was nearly ready to report on how the proposed Crandon mine would affect 
the environment. But the Doyle administration can make amends by giving the report careful con-
sideration when it is privately published later this year. The committee, the Wisconsin Science 
Advisory Council on Metallic Mining, spent more than four years conducting hearings and study-
ing the proposal to develop a zinc and copper mine near Crandon in northern Wisconsin. It was 
supposed to report to the state Department of Natural Resources, which is preparing a draft envi-
ronmental impact statement on the mine, a step toward determining whether the mine should gain 
the required state permits. Yet, in April, with just two or three months of committee work remain-
ing, Doyle discontinued the group without explanation. 

Doyle’s decision made no sense beyond petty politics: Doyle is a Democrat, and the committee 
was created by then-Gov. Tommy Thompson, a Republican. By killing the committee, Doyle 
made it appear that the state doesn’t want the public to see the results, and that harms public con-
fidence in government.”

Republican group seeking to repeal Smart Growth law

A story by Lisa Sink in the July 27 Milwaukee Journal Sentinel reports “A group of Republican 
state lawmakers is trying to repeal the ‘Smart Growth’ law that requires all communities to 
develop comprehensive land-use plans by 2010. In legislation introduced last week, the lawmak-
ers — any representing towns in rural areas — ay the entire idea should be scrapped.

“But the chairman of the Assembly Committee 
on Property Rights and Land Management said 
she backs the planning law and blocked the 
repeal bill from going to her committee. ‘I’ve 
come to believe that there’s some people who 
would like to do away with zoning, too, and if 
you do away with planning, you’ll get rid of 
zoning and it just ain’t so,’ said state Rep. 
Sheryl Albers (R-Reedsburg).”

Proposed rule would decrease arsenic in drinking water

A public hearing on proposed changes in the standards for levels of arsenic allowed in public 
drinking water supplies and in groundwater are the topic of public hearings in several communi-
ties around the state in August. The proposed changes aim to better protect public health by revis-
ing state regulations to be consistent with new drinking water standards adopted by the federal 
government. The federal drinking water standard for arsenic officially dropped in January 2001 
from 50 micrograms per liter, or parts per billion (ppb), to 10 ppb. 

The revised groundwater standard also would effect existing or future cleanups of arsenic spills as 
a responsible party would have to take action at a lower level of contamination, and would have to 
clean up a site to meet the 10 ppb standard instead of 50 ppb.

There will be a mix of live and video conference public hearings on the regulations. The live hear-
ing will be August 12 in Oshkosh at 1:30 in Conference Room A&B at the James P. Coughlin 
Center, 625 East County Road Y. Then on August 13 from 10-2 p.m. video conferencing simul-
casts will be held in:

Wolf River stewards object to DNR discharge permit for dioxins 

The WDNR is proposing to issue a pollution permit to Shawano Paper Mill, owned by the Little 
Rapids Corporation, that may allow dioxins to be released into the Wolf River. Dioxins are chem-
ical by-products of the paper manufacturing process and one of the most toxic compounds known 
to humans and wildlife. Dioxins in the Wolf River, whether from Shawano Mill or from sources 
upstream, alarm watershed protection groups that make it their goal to protect the Wolf River, 
including the Wolf River Watershed Alliance, the Wolf River Chapter of Trout Unlimited, and 
Protect Our Wolf River.

“The DNR’s responsibility is to implement state and federal laws that will protect and enhance 
Wisconsin’s natural resources,” said Herb Buettner of the Wolf River Chapter of Trout Unlimited. 
“The DNR must assure that there will be no adverse effects from any dioxins in the Wolf River. 
We want to know now, not after the affects start to appear.” 

In previous water sampling performed by the Shawano Mill, the facility reported concentrations 
of dioxins that were over 10 times the allowable limits in the Wolf River. State law requires the 
facility to monitor pollutants like dioxin when they may cause damage to the waterway. 

“The data collected by Shawano Mill and the DNR indicates that there may be new dioxins enter-
ing the Wolf River, whether from the Shawano Mill or from sources upstream,” said Andrew 
Hanson, attorney with Midwest Environmental Advocates, Inc. a nonprofit environmental law 
center that drafted a public letter to the DNR objecting to portions of the Shawano Mill permit. 
“The DNR says it isn’t sure whether the dioxins are coming from Shawano Mill, but the answer to 
that uncertainty is more monitoring in the river, not less,” added Hanson.

Surface drinking water report available

Reports describing the sources of drinking water — and potential contamination threats to those 
sources — are now available for 19 Wisconsin communities that draw their water from Lakes 
Michigan, Superior, or Winnebago and serve 1.5 million people. Federal law requires the state to 
assess the drinking water sources supplying all public water systems. Department of Natural 
Resources water supply specialists have finished work for all of the systems that pull their water 
from “surface waters,” including Milwaukee, Green Bay, Appleton and Superior, and are now 
working on such assessments for municipalities that draw their drinking water from underground 
aquifers.

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High-capacity well approved by DNR for Polar Ice Water

From the WDNR: “The WDNR Bureau of Drinking Water and Groundwater received an applica-
tion for approval of a high-capacity potable well for the purpose of producing bottled water. The 
owner/operator requesting the permit was POLAR ICE WATER - DENNIS HOSE of Polar, WI. 
(Langlade Co.) The application also included a request for continued operation of three of the 
existing 10 high-capacity wells. Seven of the existing wells are proposed to be abandoned when 
the new well is constructed. DNR has determined the proposed high capacity well will have no 
impact to a public utility well. Therefore the department has no basis on which to deny the request 
for approval.”

The Polar Ice Water operator will still need zoning changes for the proposed bottling operation 
from the town and county.

Proposal would allow ‘non-conforming’ homes to be elevated in floodplains

Property owners in flood-prone areas would find it easier to elevate their existing homes under 
proposed changes to Wisconsin’s floodplain rules that are the subject of public hearings on 
August 18 in Madison. The proposed changes to Natural Resources Chapter 116 of the Wisconsin 
Administrative Code would affect only “nonconforming” structures, those built before current 
ordinances for flood-prone areas took effect, according to Gary Heinrichs, Department of Natural 
Resources floodplain program manager. The hearing begins at 1 p.m. in Room 027 of the Natural 
Resources building at 101 S. Webster St., Madison.

MMSD sewage overflows may be worse than reported

The Milwaukee sewerage district has grossly underreported the volume of raw sewage it has 
dumped since completion of the deep tunnel system nearly a decade ago, according to a consult-
ant’s study. “It doesn’t shock me because there isn’t any more pollution in it,” said MMSD Com-
mission Chairman Dennis Grzezinski, an environmental lawyer.
